Crime Index Offenses Reported

CRIME INDEX TOTAL

DEFINITION

The Crime Index is composed of selected offenses used to gauge fluctuations in the overall
volume and rate of crime reported to law enforcement.  The offenses included are the violent
crimes of murder and nonnegligent manslaughter, forcible rape, robbery, and aggravated
assault, and the property crimes of burglary, larceny-theft, motor vehicle theft, and arson.

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The 1999 Crime Index total, estimated at 11.6 million
offenses, is the lowest since 1978.  This total represented
the eighth consecutive annual decline in the Crime Index,
which is down 7 percent from the 1998 number.   The
Nation’s cities collectively recorded a 7-percent drop, with
cities having populations of 25,000 to 99,999 recording
the greatest decrease at 8 percent.  Suburban counties
registered an 8-percent Crime Index decline and rural
counties a 7-percent downturn.

The 1999 national Crime Index total was 16 percent
lower than in 1995 and 20 percent lower than in 1990.

Geographically, the Southern States, the most populous
area of the Nation, accounted for 41 percent of the total
volume of Crime Index offenses.  The Western States
comprised 23 percent of the total number; the Midwestern
States, 22 percent; and the Northeastern States, 14 percent.
The Western States showed a Crime Index decrease of 
10 percent from the 1998 figures.  The Northeastern States
and the Midwestern States each were down 7 percent, and
the Southern States registered a 5-percent decrease.  (See
Tables 3 and 4.)

The monthly offense distribution shows the greatest
number of Crime Index offenses occurred in August, and
the fewest occurred in February.  

Rate

The Crime Index rate for 1999 is the lowest—4,267 per
100,000 of the Nation’s inhabitants—since 1973.  By
community type, cities outside metropolitan areas had a
Crime Index rate of 4,561 offenses per 100,000 inhabi-
tants, and metropolitan areas had a rate of 4,600 offenses
per 100,000 inhabitants.  Rural counties experienced a
rate of 1,901 offenses per 100,000.  (See Table 2.)  The
overall 1999 Crime Index rate dropped 8 percent from the
1998 level, 19 percent from the 1995 level, and 27 percent
from the 1990 level.

Regionally, the South, the Nation’s most populous
region, had a Crime Index rate of 4,932 offenses per

100,000 inhabitants, the West registered 4,328, the
Midwest noted 4,041, and the Northeast 3,233.  

The rates in all four regions declined from 1998 to 1999.
The Western region had an 11-percent downturn in Index
crime, the Midwestern region showed an 8-percent fall,
the Northeastern region had a 7-percent decline, and the
Southern region dropped 6-percent.  (See Table 4.)

Nature

Violent and property crimes together comprise the
Crime Index.  In 1999, violent  crimes accounted for 
12 percent of Crime Index offenses, and property crimes
made up 88 percent. The property crime of larceny-theft
had the highest volume of offenses reported to law
enforcement, and the violent crime of murder had the
lowest volume of offenses reported to law enforcement.
(See Figure 2.3.)

In 1999, the estimated total value of the stolen property
for all Crime Index offenses was $15.2 billion.  The
greatest loss came from thefts of motor vehicles followed
by the loss of televisions, radios, stereos, etc.; jewelry and
precious metals; and currency, notes, etc.

There was a 36-percent recovery rate for monetary
losses in connection with stolen property as reported to
law enforcement agencies nationally in 1999.  Stolen
motor vehicles had the highest recovery percentages,
trailed by livestock, clothing and furs, and firearms.  (See
Table 24.)

Law Enforcement Response

An estimated 2.3 million arrests were made for Index
crimes by law enforcement agencies around the Nation,
which resulted in a 21-percent clearance rate.  Clearances
can occur by arrest or by exceptional means when some
element beyond law enforcement control precludes the
placing of formal charges against the offender.  The arrest
of one person may clear several crimes, or several persons
may be arrested in connection with the clearance of one
offense. 

The 1999 total Crime Index arrests fell 8 percent from
1998 arrest numbers.  Adult arrests dropped 8 percent,
and juvenile arrests declined 10 percent.  Categorized by
gender, male arrests fell 9 percent, and female arrests fell 
7 percent.  (See Tables 36 and 37.)

Each offense in the Crime Index dropped in the number
of persons arrested from 1998 to 1999.  Arrests for
murder were down 12 percent; forcible rape,  8 percent;
robbery, 9 percent; and aggravated assault, 5 percent.
Arrests for burglary sank 11 percent, larceny-thefts were
down 9 percent, arrests for motor vehicle theft fell 6
percent, and arrests for arson dipped 3 percent as shown
in Table 36.

Violent crime is composed of four offenses:  murder and nonnegligent manslaughter,
forcible rape, robbery, and aggravated assault.  All violent crimes involve force or threat of
force.

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Violent crimes reported to the Nation’s law enforcement
agencies decreased from the estimated 1.5 million violent
crimes in 1998 to approximately 1.4 million in 1999, a
drop of nearly 7 percent.  The 1999 estimated number
represents the lowest violent crime total recorded since
1985.  The estimated total demonstrates a decline of 
20 percent from the 1995 level and a 21-percent drop
from the 1990 level.  When comparing 1998 and 1999
figures, violent crimes were down 8 percent in the Nation’s
cities overall.  Among city population groupings, decreases
ranged from a 10-percent decline in cities with popula-
tions of 25,000 to 49,999 and those with populations under
10,000 to a 6-percent drop in cities with populations of
500,000 and over.  Declines of 7 percent and 5 percent,
respectively, were noted in suburban and rural counties.

Forty percent of all violent crimes in 1999 were 
registered in the South, the most populous region in the
country.  The West accounted for 23 percent of all violent
crimes, the Midwest reported 20 percent, and the
Northeast reported 17 percent.  Violent crimes reported
from 1998 to 1999 decreased in all four regions.  A 
9-percent decline was noted in both the West and Midwest;
the Northeast and the South posted declines of 6 and 
4 percent, respectively.  (See Table 4.)

July was the month in which violent offenses most
frequently occurred, and the least activity was recorded in
February.

Rate

In 1999, the violent crime rate at 525 offenses per
100,000 was the lowest recorded since 1978.  From 1998
to 1999, the violent crime rate fell 8 percent; from 1995,
the violent crime rate declined 23 percent; and from
1990, the violent crime rate dropped 28 percent.  In the
Nation’s metropolitan areas, the violent crime rate was
584 offenses per 100,000 population in 1999.  In cities

outside metropolitan areas, a violent crime rate of 
403 offenses per 100,000 inhabitants was noted, and a
violent crime rate of 220 offenses per 100,000 population
in rural counties was posted. 

Compared to 1998 numbers, all regions of the country
registered declines in rates—10 percent in the West, 
9 percent in the Midwest, 7 percent in the Northeast, and
5 percent in the South.  The South recorded a violent
crime rate of 600 offenses per 100,000 inhabitants, and
the West had a rate of 532.  The Northeast showed a rate
of 468, and the Midwest reported a rate of 449.  (See
Table 4.)

Nature

In 1999, aggravated assaults accounted for 64 percent
of all violent crimes, and robberies accounted for an addi-
tional 29 percent.  Six percent of all violent crimes were
forcible rapes, and 1 percent of all violent crimes were
homicides.

Personal weapons, such as hands, fists, and feet, etc.
were used in 32 percent of all murders, robberies, and
aggravated assaults, collectively, in 1999.  Other dan-
gerous weapons were used in 27 percent of all violent
crimes; firearms were used in 25 percent; and knives or
cutting instruments were used in 15 percent.  Data con-
cerning weapons used in connection with forcible rape 
are not collected.

Law Enforcement Response

In 1999, law enforcement agencies registered a 
50 percent clearance rate for violent crimes.  Sixty-nine
percent of murders were cleared, as were 59 percent of all
aggravated assaults, 49 percent of forcible rapes, and 
29 percent of robberies. 

An estimated 635,990 persons were arrested for violent
crimes in 1999, accounting for 5 percent of the total
arrests for all offenses and 28 percent of the total Index
crime arrests.  Males accounted for 83 percent of all
violent crime arrestees, whites for 59 percent, and adults
for 84 percent.  Persons under 25 years of age made up 
44 percent of all violent crime arrestees.  (See Tables 38,
41, 42, and 43.)

There was a 6-percent decline in the total number of
arrests for violent crimes across the Nation from 1998 to
1999.  Cities collectively noted a 6-percent decline, sub-
urban counties posted a 7-percent drop, and rural counties
had a 4-percent decrease during that time period.  Across
the Nation, juvenile (persons under age 18) arrests
decreased 8 percent, and adult arrests fell 6 percent from
1998 levels.  (For a breakdown on persons arrested by law
enforcement in city, suburban, and rural areas, see Section
IV, Persons Arrested.)

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MURDER AND NONNEGLIGENT

DEFINITION

Murder and nonnegligent manslaughter, as defined in the Uniform Crime Reporting
Program, is the willful (nonnegligent) killing of one human being by another.

The classification of this offense, as for all other Crime Index offenses, is based solely on
police investigation as opposed to the determination of a court, medical examiner, coroner,
jury, or other judicial body.  Not included in the count for this offense classification are deaths
caused by negligence, suicide, or accident; justifiable homicides; and attempts to murder or
assaults to murder, which are scored as aggravated assaults.

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In 1999, the estimated number of persons murdered in
the United States was 15,533, representing an 8-percent
decrease from the 1998 estimate.  The 1999 figure also
represents a 28-percent decline in comparison to the 1995
estimate and a 34-percent decrease in contrast to the 1990
nationwide estimate.  (See Table 1.)

When compared to 1998 figures, 1999 murder volumes
in the Nation’s cities collectively fell 7 percent.  This
decline ranged from 13 percent in cities with populations
of less than 25,000 to 3 percent in those cities with popu-
lations of 250,000 and over.  Declines of 12 percent in
suburban counties and 10 percent in rural counties were
also recorded.

Considering the four regions of the Nation, 43 percent
of murders were recorded in the South, the most heavily
populated area of the country.  The West and Midwest
each accounted for 22 percent, and the Northeast
accounted for 14 percent.  All regions showed declines in
the number of murders from 1998 to 1999.  The greatest
drop, 11 percent, was recorded in the South; the West
followed, experiencing a decline of 8 percent.  Decreases
of 7 and 5 percent were recorded in the Midwest and in
the Northeast, respectively.  (See Tables 3 and 4.)

Monthly distribution data indicate that murder was
committed most frequently in August and least frequently
in February.

Rate

The lowest national murder rate since 1966—
5.7 murders per 100,000 inhabitants—was recorded in
1999, representing a 9-percent drop from the 1998 figure.
Five- and 10-year trends indicate that the 1999 rate was
30 percent lower than in 1995 and 39 percent lower than
in 1990.

Regionally, the South averaged 7 murders per 100,000
inhabitants; the West, 6 per 100,000; the Midwest, 5 per
100,000; and the Northeast, 4 per 100,000.  All four of

the geographic regions experienced decreases in murder
rates when compared with 1998 figures.  The South
recorded a decline of 12 percent; the West, 9 percent; the
Midwest, 7 percent; and the Northeast, 5 percent.  (See
Table 4.)

By community type, the Nation’s metropolitan areas
reported a 1999 murder rate of 6 victims per 100,000
inhabitants.  Both rural counties and cities outside metro-
politan areas recorded murder rates of 4 per 100,000
inhabitants.

Nature

Supplemental data were provided by contributing 
agencies for 12,658 of the estimated 15,533 murders in
1999.  These supplemental data, submitted monthly,
provide the age, sex, and race of both victims and
offenders; the types of weapons used; the relationships of
the victims to the offenders; and the circumstances
surrounding the murders.

Based on 1999 supplemental data, 76 percent of murder
victims were male.  Persons aged 18 or older comprised
the greatest percentage of victims, 88 percent.  Half of the
victims for whom race was known were white, 47 percent
were black, and the remaining 3 percent were persons of
others races.

Supplemental data were provided for a total of 14,112
murder offenders in 1999.  Males comprised 90 percent 
of those offenders for whom gender was reported, and
persons aged 18 or older constituted 90 percent of those
for whom age was reported.  Of those offenders for whom
race was known, 50 percent were black, 47 percent were
white, and the remainder were persons of other races.

Data suggest that the relationship among murder
victims and offenders most often is intraracial.  Figures
based on one victim/one offender incidents in 1999 indi-
cate that 94 percent of black murder victims were slain by
black offenders and 85 percent of white murder victims
were slain by white offenders.

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Correlating the sex of victims to offenders, data 
indicate that males were most often murdered by males in
1999.  In 89 percent of single-victim/single-offender inci-
dents, both victim and offender were male.  Additionally,
89 percent of female victims were murdered by males.

As in previous years, firearms were the weapon most
frequently used in the commission of a murder.  In 1999,
approximately 7 out of every 10 murders in the Nation
involved a firearm.  Handguns accounted for 51 percent
of the murder total for which weapon data were sub-
mitted.  Shotguns and rifles accounted for another 4 and 
3 percent, respectively.  Other or unknown types of
firearms accounted for 7 percent of the murders.  Knives
or cutting instruments were employed in 13 percent of
murders; personal weapons (hands, fists, feet, etc.) in 
7 percent; blunt objects (clubs, hammers, etc.) in 6 percent;
and other dangerous weapons (poison, explosives, etc.) in
the remainder.  (See Table 2.10.)  A state-by-state break-
down of weapons used in connection with murder is
shown in Table 20.

Supplemental data for 1999 indicate that 48 percent of
all murder victims knew their assailants:  14 percent were
related to the offenders and 34 percent were acquainted
with them.  Twelve percent of the offenders were identi-
fied as strangers.  The relationships between victims
and offenders were not known for 40 percent of the 

murders.  (See Figure 2.7.)  Husbands or boyfriends were
identified as the murderers of 32 percent of female
victims, and 3 percent of male victims were slain by
wives or girlfriends.

Thirty percent of the murders during the year were a
result of arguments, the most prevalent circumstance
surrounding homicide situations.  Seventeen percent of
murders occurred in conjunction with felonious activities
such as robbery, arson, etc., and 1 percent was suspected
to have been the result of a felonious activity.  Table 2.14
shows murder circumstances for the past 5 years, 1995-
1999.

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Law Enforcement Response

The 1999 clearance rate for murder, 69 percent for law
enforcement agencies nationwide, is higher than for any
other Crime Index offense.  Collectively, law enforcement
agencies in the Nation’s cities cleared 67 percent of
reported murders.  The rural county clearance rate for
murder was 75 percent, and the suburban county clear-
ance rate was 74 percent.  (See Table 25.)

Geographically, the Northeastern States experienced a
clearance rate of 78 percent, the highest among the
Nation’s regions.  The Southern States followed with a
clearance rate of 71 percent.  The Midwestern and
Western States each registered a 63-percent clearance rate.

The number of juveniles involved in criminal activity,
when measured by clearances, was proportionately lower
for murder than for any other Index crime in 1999.
Persons under 18 years of age accounted for 6 percent of
the murders cleared nationally.  In the Nation’s cities
collectively, 7 percent of murder clearances involved
juveniles; in both rural and suburban counties, 5 percent
of murder clearances involved juveniles. 

Law enforcement agencies made an estimated 14,790
arrests for murder in 1999.  Fifty-one percent of the
arrestees in 1999 were under 25 years of age.  (See 
Table 41.)

Eighty-nine percent of those arrested for murder were
male.  Blacks comprised 52 percent of the total; whites,
46 percent; and other races, the remainder.

Compared to the 1998 count, total arrests for murder
decreased 12 percent.  Arrests of persons aged 18 and
over fell 9 percent, and arrests of those younger than 18
declined 31 percent.  During the same period, murder
arrests of males were down 12 percent and arrests of
females decreased 10 percent.  Arrests of both juvenile
females and males also dropped in 1999—down 37 and
31 percent, respectively.

Long-term trends indicate the 1999 murder arrest total
was 30 percent below the 1995 figure and 39 percent
below the 1990 figure.

Justifiable Homicide 

Certain willful killings are classified as justifiable or
excusable, based on the results of law enforcement inves-
tigation.  In UCR, justifiable homicide is defined as and
limited to the killing of a felon by a law enforcement
officer in the line of duty, or the killing of a felon by a
private citizen during the commission of a felony.  These
offenses are tabulated independently and are not included
in murder counts.

Supplemental data for 482 justifiable homicides were
submitted in 1999.  Of that total, 294 involved law
enforcement officers and 188 involved private citizens.
Two hundred ninety-one of the 294 justifiable homicides
involving law enforcement officers involved a firearm,
and in 90 percent of these instances a handgun was
employed.  Firearms were used in 82 percent of the justi-
fiable homicides involving private citizens; 87 percent of
these firearm homicides were committed with handguns.
Ten percent of justifiable homicides by private citizens
involved knives or cutting instruments, and approximately
8 percent involved other weapons.  (See Tables 2.16 and
2.17.)

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The estimated 89,107 forcible rapes reported to law
enforcement agencies nationwide in 1999 represented the
seventh consecutive annual decrease for this offense.  The
1999 forcible rape total shows a 4-percent decline from
the 1998 level, a 9-percent decrease from the 1995 level,
and a 13-percent drop from the 1990 level

By region, the South, the Nation’s most populous
region, recorded the highest portion of forcible rapes, 
39 percent.  The Midwest and West accounted for 25 and
23 percent, respectively, and the Northeast, 13 percent.
Two-year trends for forcible rapes indicated 5-percent
decreases in both the Northeast and Midwest, a 4-percent
decline in the South, and a 3-percent decrease in the West.
(See Tables 3 and 4.)

According to monthly distribution figures, the highest
number of forcible rapes occurred in July.  The lowest
number was reported during the month of December.
(See Table 2.18.)

Rate

According to the Uniform Crime Reporting Program’s
definition, the victims of rape are always female.  In
1999, an estimated 64 of every 100,000 females in the
country were reported victims of forcible rape.  The 1999
rate for forcible rape decreased 5 percent compared to the
previous year’s figures and declined 11 percent compared
to the rate in 1995.

By community type, the forcible rape rate of 67 per
100,000 females recorded in the metropolitan areas repre-
sented the highest rate in the Nation.  A rate of 66 per
100,000 females was recorded outside metropolitan areas,
and a rate of 45 per 100,000 females was registered in
rural counties.  Although the metropolitan areas recorded
the highest rate for forcible rape, over the past 10 years
these areas experienced a 25-percent decline in rates.  For
the same 10-year timeframe, cities outside metropolitan
areas and rural counties experienced increases of 3 percent
and 2 percent, respectively.

Of the four regions, the rate of 70 rapes per 100,000
females reported by the Southern States was the highest.
Rates of 68 in the Midwestern States, 66 in the Western
States, and 44 in the Northeastern States followed.  Each
of the regions experienced rate declines when compared
to the 1998 figures.  Rates in the South decreased 
6 percent and in the Northeast, Midwest, and West rates
fell 5 percent.

Over the last 10 years, all four regions have experienced
declines in female forcible rape.  The West reported a 
24-percent decrease.  The Northeast and the South
demonstrated decreases of 21 and 20 percent, respec-
tively.  The Midwest reported a decline of 18 percent.

Nature

Rapes by force accounted for 89 percent of the total
rapes in 1999.  The remaining 11 percent were accounted
for by attempts or assaults to commit forcible rape.
Compared to the 1998 volume, the number of rapes by
force in 1999 decreased by 6 percent.  An 8-percent
decrease in attempts to rape was noted nationwide.

Law Enforcement Response

Overall, law enforcement cleared 49 percent of the
forcible rapes reported in 1999.  Fifty percent of rapes
reported in both suburban counties and rural counties
were cleared.  Collectively, cities reported a clearance 
rate of 49 percent.  (See Table 25.)

Regionally, 1999 forcible rape clearance rates were 
53 percent in the South, 52 percent in the Northeast, and
45 percent in both the Midwest and the West.  (See Table
26.)

Juveniles (persons under 18 years of age) were
involved in 12 percent of the total clearances for forcible
rape nationwide.  The percentage of juvenile involvement
varied by community type, with 11 percent of clearances
in the Nation’s cities collectively.  Rural counties experi-
enced the greatest juvenile involvement, 16 percent, and
suburban counties experienced 12 percent.  (See Table 28.)

In 1999, law enforcement across the country arrested an
estimated 28,830 persons for forcible rape.  Of those
arrested, 44 percent were under age 25 and 61 percent
were white.  (See Tables 29, 41, and 43.)

Compared to figures from 1998, an 8-percent decrease
in the national arrest total for forcible rape was recorded
in 1999.  Arrests for forcible rape in both suburban and
rural counties as well as the Nation’s cities collectively,
also declined by 8 percent.  (See Tables 36, 44, 50, and
56.)

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Nationally, the 1999 estimated robbery total of 409,670
reported offenses was the lowest since 1973 and 8 percent
lower than the 1998 figure.  Collectively, cities across the
Nation experienced an 8-percent decline with the largest
drop, 12 percent, seen in cities with populations under
10,000.  Suburban counties and rural counties also regis-
tered declines in the volume of robbery at 10 percent and
7 percent, respectively.  (See Table 12.)

The Nation’s most populous region, the Southern
region, registered 37 percent of total reported robberies,
the highest percentage among regions.  The Western
region accounted for 22 percent, the Northeastern region
for 21 percent, and the Midwestern region for the remain-
ing 20 percent.  (See Table 3.)  In comparing the 1998
figures with those for 1999, the number of robberies
reported in all four regions decreased.  Volumes fell 
12 percent in the West, 8 percent in both the Northeast
and the Midwest, and 7 percent in the South. 

Five- and 10-year trends in the Nation’s robbery
volume indicate a 29-percent fall from the 1995 level and
a 36-percent drop from the 1990 volume.  Robbery rates
for 1995-1999, which appear along with robbery volumes
in Figure 2.8 for the same years, steadily declined as well.

Distribution figures for robbery volume indicate that
the most offenses occurred in December and the fewest
occurred in February.

Rate

Nationally, there were 150 robberies for every 100,000
persons in 1999, a rate that was 9 percent lower than the
rate for 1998.  Metropolitan areas recorded a robbery rate
of 180 per 100,000 inhabitants; cities outside metropolitan
areas, 59; and rural areas, 17.  The Nation’s cities collec-
tively experienced 220 robberies per 100,000 inhabitants,
with cities of 1 million and over reporting 477 robberies
per 100,000 inhabitants, the highest rate among the popu-
lation groups.  The robbery rates per 100,000 persons in

suburban and rural counties were 67 and 15, respectively.
(See Table 16.)

Regionally, the highest robbery rate was noted by the
Northeast at 170 per 100,000 population.  Rates recorded
for other regions for 1999 include the South with a rate of
156, the West with a rate of 146, and the Midwest with a
rate of 129.  In comparing the 1999 robbery rates per
100,000 inhabitants with the 1998 figures, all regions
showed declines:  13 percent in the West, 9 percent in the
Midwest, and 8 percent in both the Northeast and the
South.  (See Table 4.)

Nature

In 1999, over $463 million were lost as the result of
robbery offenses committed.  The average dollar loss,
$1,131, reflects a 15-percent increase from the 1998
figure.  In 1999, the average dollar loss ranged from $620
taken during robberies of convenience stores to $4,552
per bank robbery.  (See Table 23.)  Despite the fact that
the motive behind robbery is to obtain money or property,
the nature of this crime involves force or the threat of
force according to the Uniform Crime Reporting defini-
tion.  Though monetary loss cannot possibly be equated
with the serious personal injury often suffered by robbery
victims, it does offer a means by which to measure the
impact of this violent crime. 

All types of robbery decreased in 1999 when compared
with the 1998 figures.  Declines ranged from 5 percent 
for convenience store and residential robberies to 11 per-
cent for those committed at gas or service stations.  (See
Table 23.)  Of the total robbery types reported in 1999,
those that occurred on streets and highways accounted 
for 48 percent; commercial and financial establishments,
24 percent; and residences, 12 percent.  Miscellaneous
types of robberies accounted for the remainder. 

Strong-arm tactics were used in 42 percent of all
robberies in 1999.  Firearms were used in 40 percent,
other dangerous weapons in 10 percent, and knives or

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cutting instruments in 8 percent.  When comparing the
1999 figures against those for 1998, the use of weapons
declined in all four weapon categories:  strong-arm
tactics, 9 percent; both firearms and knives and cutting
instruments, 8 percent; and other dangerous weapons, 
7 percent.  A state-by-state breakdown of weapons used 
in robberies in 1999 is shown in Table 21.

Law Enforcement Response

The national clearance rate for robbery in 1999 was 
29 percent.  Law enforcement agencies in rural counties
reported the highest robbery clearance rate, 39 percent,
and suburban county law enforcement agencies recorded
31 percent.  The Nation’s cities collectively had a robbery

clearance rate of 28 percent, with law enforcement 
agencies in cities under 10,000 in population having 
the highest clearance rate among city types, 37 percent.
(See Table 25.)

Regional robbery clearances were 31 percent in the
Northeast,  29 percent in the South,  27 percent in the
West, and 26 percent in the Midwest.  (See Table 26.)

Juvenile offenders (those under the age of 18) were
involved in 15 percent of all robbery clearances in 1999.
By community type, this age group accounted for 
16 percent of the robbery clearances in suburban counties,
15 percent in the Nation’s cities overall, and 10 percent in
rural counties.  The greatest percentage of juvenile involve-
ment for robbery occurred in cities with populations of
25,000 to 49,999, where juveniles accounted for 19 percent
of robbery clearances.  (See Table 28.)

Robbery arrests for 1999 were down 9 percent from the
previous year’s totals.  Arrests of persons in the juvenile
and adult age groups fell 14 percent and 8 percent, respec-
tively.  Rural counties registered a 15-percent decline in
the number of arrests for robbery, and suburban counties
recorded an 11-percent decrease.  Collectively, cities
reported a 9-percent decrease.  By gender, male arrests
declined 9 percent, and female arrests dropped 10 percent.
Five- and 10-year trends indicate a 25-percent decrease 
in robbery arrests when 1999 figures are compared with
robbery arrest figures for both 1995 and 1990.  

Of those arrested for robbery in 1999, 62 percent were
under 25 years of age.  By gender, males accounted for 
90 percent of arrestees.  By race, blacks comprised 
54 percent of robbery arrestees, whites for 44 percent, and
all other races for the remainder.

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AGGRAVATED ASSAULT

DEFINITION

Aggravated assault is an unlawful attack by one person upon another for the purpose of
inflicting severe or aggravated bodily injury.  This type of assault is usually accompanied by
the use of a weapon or by means likely to produce death or great bodily harm.  Attempts are
included since it is not necessary that an injury result when a gun, knife, or other weapon is
used which could and probably would result in serious personal injury if the crime were
successfully completed.

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For the sixth consecutive year, reported aggravated
assault figures showed a decline from the preceding year’s
figures.  The 1999 estimated total of 916,383 aggravated
assaults represented a 6-percent decrease from 1998 data
for this offense, and the lowest measure since 1988.
Aggravated assault comprised 64 percent of all the violent
crimes in 1999.

All of the Nation’s regions observed a decline in
reported aggravated assaults.  Forty-two percent of the
aggravated assault volume occurred in the Southern
Region, the Nation’s most populous area.  The Western
Region followed with 23 percent, the Midwestern Region
with 19 percent, and the Northeastern Region with 
15 percent.  (See Table 3.)

The highest volume of aggravated assaults, according
to monthly distribution figures, occurred in July, and the
lowest number was observed in February.

Collectively, the Nation’s cities experienced a 7-percent
drop in aggravated assault totals from 1998 to 1999.
Among city population groupings, decreases ranged from
11 percent in cities with populations 25,000 to 49,999 to 
5 percent in cities with 1 million and over inhabitants.
The number of aggravated assaults in suburban counties
and rural counties declined 6 percent and 4 percent,
respectively.  In those cities with populations of 250,000
and over, aggravated assault fell 6 percent when
compared to the previous year’s data.  (See Table 12.)

Five- and 10-year trends for the country as a whole
show aggravated assaults 17 percent lower than in 1995
and 13 percent below the 1990 figure.  (See Table 1.)

Rate

Nationwide, there were 336 reported victims of aggra-
vated assault per 100,000 inhabitants in 1999.  The rate
was 7 percent lower than in 1998 and represented a 
20-percent drop from the 1995 rate.   The 1999 rate was
down 21 percent from the 1990 rate.

The rate in metropolitan areas, 363 per 100,000 inhabi-
tants, was higher than the national average.  Cities outside
metropolitan areas experienced a rate of 307 and rural
counties a rate of 177.

Compared to the preceding year’s rates, 1999 aggravated
assault rates were down in all regions.  The aggravated
assault rate was 401 per 100,000 inhabitants in the South,
347 in the West, 279 in the Midwest, and 271 in the
Northeast.  The West and Midwest each registered 
10-percent drops; the Northeast decreased by 6 percent;
and the South experienced a 4-percent decline.  (See
Table 4.)

Nature

Blunt objects or other dangerous weapons accounted
for 35 percent of the weapons used in aggravated assaults
in 1999.  Twenty-nine percent of the assaults were
committed with personal weapons such as hands, fists,
and feet.  Knives or cutting instruments and firearms each
accounted for 18 percent of the weapons used.

Aggravated assaults decreased in all weapon categories
when comparing 1999 to 1998 figures.  Aggravated
assaults with firearms fell by 12 percent; personal
weapons (hands, fists, feet, etc.), 7 percent; knives and
cutting instruments, 6 percent; and blunt objects or other
dangerous weapons, 5 percent.  State-by-state totals for
weapons used in aggravated assaults during 1999 are
shown in Table 22.

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Law Enforcement Response

Law enforcement agencies nationwide recorded a 
59-percent aggravated assault clearance rate during 1999.
Rural and suburban county law enforcement agencies
cleared 64 and 62 percent, respectively, and law enforce-
ment in cities collectively recorded 58 percent cleared.
Among the city groupings, those cities with populations
under 10,000 recorded the highest aggravated assault
clearance rate at 65 percent.

Regionally, aggravated assault clearances were highest
in the Northeast at 63 percent.  The West recorded a clear-
ance rate of 60 percent, followed by the Midwest at 59
percent, and the South with 58.

Law enforcement in both the Nation’s cities and
suburban counties had a juvenile clearance rate for aggra-
vated assault of 12 percent.  In rural counties the clearance
rate was 10 percent.

Arrests for aggravated assault represented 76 percent of
violent crime arrests in 1999.  Sixty-three percent of the
estimated 483,530 individuals arrested for this offense
were white, 35 percent were black, and the remaining
percent were comprised of all other races.  Forty percent
of aggravated assault arrestees were under the age of 25.
Eighty percent of all persons arrested for aggravated
assault were male.   

Arrests for aggravated assault were down 5 percent in
1999 from the preceding year’s total.  Arrests were also
down 5 percent for both adults and juveniles.  The 5-year
trend, 1995 to 1999, shows a decrease of 10 percent for
total aggravated assault arrests.  Adult arrest totals were
also down 10 percent, and juvenile aggravated assault
arrests decreased by 13 percent.
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PROPERTY CRIME TOTAL

DEFINITION

Property crime includes the offenses of burglary, larceny-theft, motor vehicle theft, and
arson.  The object of the theft-type offenses is the taking of money or property, but there is no
force or threat of force against the victims.  Arson is included since it involves the destruction
of property; its victims may be subjected to force.

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Property crime dropped to its lowest level since 1978
with an estimated 10.2 million offenses in 1999.  The
Nation experienced its eighth consecutive year of decline
for property crime offenses, representing a decrease of 
7 percent from the previous year’s total.  Five- and 10-year
trends indicate the 1999 volume was 15 percent lower than
in 1995 and 19 percent lower than the 1990 level.

By region, 41 percent of all property crimes in 1999
were recorded in the Southern States, the most populous
region in the country.  The Western States accounted for
23 percent of the total; the Midwestern States, 22 percent;
and the Northeastern States, 14 percent.

A comparison of 1998 and 1999 property crime
volumes showed decreases in all regions of the country.
A 10-percent drop was recorded in the West, 7-percent
decreases were noted in both the Midwest and the
Northeast, and a 5-percent drop was experienced in the
South.  (See Table 4.)

Property crime fell 7 percent in the Nation’s cities
collectively from 1998 to 1999.  Among city types, cities
with populations of 25,000 to 49,999 inhabitants regis-
tered the greatest decrease, 8 percent.  Suburban counties
and rural counties also experienced drops in property
crime offenses—8 percent and 7 percent, respectively.
(See Table 12.)

A comparison of 1999 property crimes by month 
indicates that the greatest number occurred in August, 
and the fewest occurred in February.

Rate

The 1999 property crime rate was an estimated 3,742
property crimes per 100,000 inhabitants, down 8 percent
from the 1998 rate.  Regarding 5- and 10-year trends, 
the 1999 rate fell 18 percent below the 1995 rate and 
26 percent below the 1990 rate.

Geographically, all four regions registered property
crime rate decreases compared to 1998 figures.  With a
rate of 3,795 per 100,000 inhabitants, the West showed

the largest decline, 12 percent.  The rates of 2,765 per
100,000 in the Northeast and 3,592 per 100,000 in the
Midwest each recorded a 7-percent drop.  The South, with
a rate of 4,332 per 100,000 inhabitants, experienced a 
6-percent decrease.

By population group, cities with populations from
250,000 to 499,999 registered the highest property crime
rate, 6,399 per 100,000.  The property crime rate in cities
outside metropolitan areas was 4,158 per 100,000 inhabi-
tants; in metropolitan areas, 4,016, and in rural counties,
1,680.  (See Tables 2 and 16.)

Nature

In connection with property crime, nearly $14.8 billion
was the estimated total dollar value of property stolen in
1999.  The average loss per offense was $1,449, up from
the average loss of $1,379 recorded in 1998.

Considering the percent distribution of all property
crimes in 1999, larceny-theft accounted for the highest
amount, 68 percent.  Burglary comprised 21 percent of
property crimes, and motor vehicle theft accounted for the
remaining 11 percent.  Based on detailed arson data
provided by 11,550 law enforcement agencies, 66,321
arson offenses were reported in 1999.  The average dollar
loss of property damaged due to reported arsons was
$10,882.

Law Enforcement Response

The clearance rate for property crimes is generally
lower than for violent crimes.  Compared to the 50-percent
clearance rate for violent crime in 1999, the overall prop-
erty crime clearance rate was 18 percent.  Regionally,
property crime clearance rates were measured at 19 percent
in the Northeast, 18 percent in the South, and 17 percent
each in the Midwest and West.  (See Table 26.)

Juveniles only (persons under age 18) were involved in
22 percent of the property crimes cleared by law enforce-
ment nationwide.  Juvenile clearances measured 22 percent
in the Nation’s cities, 20 percent in suburban counties,
and 19 percent in rural counties.  (See Table 28.)

Law enforcement officers made an estimated 1,644,500
arrests for property crimes, which accounted for 12 percent
of total arrests in 1999.  When measured against previous
years’ figures, the 1999 arrest total for property crime was
9 percent lower than the 1998 total, 20 percent less than
the 1995 figure, and 26 percent below the 1990 number.
Nationwide, juvenile arrests dropped 11 percent compared
to 1998 totals, and adult arrests for property crimes
decreased 9 percent.  (See Tables 32, 34, and 36.)

Seventy percent of all persons arrested for property
crimes in 1999 were male.  Sixty-eight percent of the
arrestees were over the age of 18, and 66 percent were
white.

BURGLARY

DEFINITION

The Uniform Crime Reporting Program defines burglary as the unlawful entry of a structure
to commit a felony or theft.  The use of force to gain entry is not required to classify an
offense as burglary.  Burglary in this Program is categorized into three subclassifications:
forcible entry, unlawful entry where no force is used, and attempted forcible entry.

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The eighth consecutive annual decline in volume was
recorded in 1999 for burglary offenses which were esti-
mated at 2,099,739 nationwide and measured as the
lowest since 1969.  Regional distribution indicated that
the most populous Southern States recorded the highest
burglary volume, 44 percent.  The Western States followed
with 22 percent, the Midwestern States with 21 percent,
and the Northeastern States with 13 percent.  (See Table 3.)

In 1999, monthly figures revealed that the greatest
number of burglaries occurred in August, and the lowest
volume was recorded during February.  (See Table 2.26.)

Compared to the 1998 national volume figures, burglary
declined 10 percent in 1999.  By community type, at 
11-percent the Nation’s cities overall experienced the great-
est decline, with cities with populations of 25,000 to 49,999
showing the greatest decline in burglary, 13 percent.
Suburban counties showed a 10-percent decline and rural
counties a 9-percent decrease.  (See Table 12.)

In 1999, decreases from the previous year’s burglary
volumes were recorded in all four regions of the 
United States.  The greatest decrease, 14 percent, was
registered in the Western States.  A 12-percent decline
was recorded in the Northeastern States.  The Midwestern
and Southern States recorded burglary volume decreases
of 9 and 8 percent, respectively.  (See Table 4.)

National 5- and 10-year trends indicate burglary was
down 19 percent from the 1995 level and down 32 percent
compared to the 1990 volume.

Rate

The national offense rate for burglary in 1999—770
offenses per 100,000 inhabitants—was the lowest since
1966.  The rate was 11 percent lower than the 1998
figure, 22 percent under the 1995 figure, and 38 percent
below the 1990 figure.  The burglary rate in the metropol-
itan areas registered 802 offenses for every 100,000 in
population; cities outside metropolitan areas recorded a
rate of 783; and rural counties showed a rate of 551.

Regional comparisons demonstrate that the Southern
States experienced the highest burglary rate, 959 offenses
per 100,000 inhabitants.  The Western States recorded a
rate of 756, and the Midwestern States registered a rate of
701.  The lowest rate, 520, was recorded in the North-
eastern States.  All regions indicated declines in rates
compared to the previous year’s numbers.  The Western
Region recorded a decline of 16 percent; the Northeastern
Region recorded  a 12-percent decline; and the Midwest-
ern and the Southern Regions showed decreases of 
10 percent and 9 percent, respectively.  (See Table 4.)

Nature

Forcible entry was involved in 64 percent of all
burglaries in 1999, 29 percent were unlawful entries
(without force), and the remaining 7 percent were forcible
entry attempts.  Two of every 3 burglaries in 1999 were
residential in nature.  Offenses for which time of occur-
rence was reported showed that burglaries occurred more
commonly during the day, 53 percent, than at night, 
47 percent.  Burglaries of residences occurred more
frequently during daytime, 60 percent, than burglaries of
nonresidences which occurred more frequently at night,
61 percent.

Although the 1999 average loss for both residential and
nonresidential property burglary fell from the previous
year, victims experienced an estimated loss of $3.1
billion.  The average dollar loss per burglary was $1,458.
Losses for residential offenses were recorded at  $1,441
and for nonresidential burglaries at $1,490. 

Both nonresidential and residential burglary volumes
declined in 1999.  Residential burglaries dropped 
11 percent from the previous year’s figure, and nonresi-
dential burglary volume showed a 9-percent decline.  
(See Table 23.)

A 14-percent clearance rate was recorded for burglary
offenses known to law enforcement in 1999.  Regionally,
the Northeast had a clearance rate of 16 percent; the
South, 14 percent; the West, 13 percent; and the Midwest
12 percent.  (See Table 26.)

Rural county law enforcement agencies cleared 
16 percent of the burglaries reported in their jurisdictions.
Law enforcement agencies in suburban counties cleared
14 percent, and those in cities collectively cleared 13 per-
cent.  (See Table 25.)

The higher percent of burglary offense clearances, 
81 percent, involved adult offenders, and juvenile offenders
(people under 18 years of age) were involved in the
remaining 19 percent of clearances.  The highest percent
of juvenile clearances occurred in the Nation’s smallest
cities (under 10,000 in population), which recorded 
25 percent.  In suburban counties, the burglary clearance
rate for juveniles was 21 percent.  In both rural counties

and cities collectively, juveniles accounted for 19 percent
of clearances.  (See Table 28.)

In the UCR Program, several persons may be arrested
in connection with the clearance of one crime, or the
arrest of one individual may clear numerous offenses.
The latter is often true in cases of burglary for which an
estimated 296,100 arrests were made in 1999.

In 1999, total burglary arrests were down 11 percent
from the previous year’s figure.  Arrests of both juveniles
and adults declined by 15 and 9 percent, respectively.  An 
11-percent decrease in burglary arrests for the Nation’s
cities overall was recorded for the same timeframe.
Burglary arrests in rural counties declined 9 percent and
in suburban counties decreased 14 percent. 

At 87 percent of the total, males comprised the greater
number of arrestees for burglary in 1999.  By age, persons
under the age of 25 made up the majority of arrestees, 
63 percent.  By race, whites accounted for 69 percent of
all persons arrested for burglary, blacks for 29 percent,
and other races for the remainder.
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LARCENY-THEFT

DEFINITION

Larceny-theft is the unlawful taking, carrying, leading, or riding away of property from the
possession or constructive possession of another.  It includes crimes such as shoplifting,
pocket-picking, purse-snatching, thefts from motor vehicles, thefts of motor vehicle parts and
accessories, bicycle thefts, etc., in which no use of force, violence, or fraud occurs.  In the
Uniform Crime Reporting Program, this crime category does not include embezzlement, confi-
dence games, forgery, and worthless checks.  Motor vehicle theft is also excluded from this
category inasmuch as it is a separate Crime Index offense.

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Comprising 60 percent of the Crime Index total and 
68 percent of the property crime total, larceny-theft was
estimated at nearly 7 million offenses in 1999.  Monthly
distribution figures for 1999 demonstrate that larceny-
thefts occurred most often in August and least often in
February.

The Nation’s most populous region, the South, accounted
for 41 percent of the larceny-theft total in 1999.  The
Midwest accounted for 23 percent of the Nation’s larceny-
thefts; the West represented 22 percent; and the Northeast
recorded 14 percent.  (See Table 3.)

A decrease was registered in the number of incidents of
larceny-theft in each of the country’s geographic regions.
The Western States reported a 9-percent drop in this
offense; the Midwestern States recorded a 7-percent
decrease; the Northeastern States noted a 5-percent
decline; and  Southern States reported a 4-percent drop.
(See Table 4.)

In 1999, larceny-thefts decreased 6 percent nationwide
when compared to the 1998 figure.  Cities as a whole,
suburban counties, and rural counties all reported drops of
6 percent.  Among city population groups, those with
25,000 to 99,999 inhabitants showed the greatest decline
in larceny-theft, 7 percent.  (See Table 12.)

An examination of the long-term national trends indi-
cated a decline of 13 percent when comparing 1999
larceny-theft totals to 1995 figures and a decrease of 12
percent when comparing 1999 totals to those in 1990.
(See Table 1.)

Rate

When compared to the previous year’s data, the 1999
larceny-theft rate of 2,551 per 100,000 population repre-
sented a 7-percent drop.  The rate fell 16 percent below
1995 figures and  20 percent lower than 1990 rates.  Rates
for the Nation’s community types revealed 3,151 offenses
of larceny-theft per 100,000 inhabitants in cities outside
metropolitan areas, 2,727 in metropolitan areas, and 1,005
in rural counties.  (See Tables 1 and 2.)

All four geographic regions reported declines in the 
1999 larceny-theft rate per 100,000 inhabitants.  The West

showed a 10-percent drop, the Midwest a 7-percent decline,
and  both the Northeast and the South reported 5-percent
decreases.  With respect to larceny-theft rates for 1999, the
South reported a rate of 2,935 larceny-thefts per 100,000
population.  The West registered a rate of  2,533.  The
Midwest experienced a rate of 2,517, and the Northeast
recorded 1,901 per 100,000 inhabitants.  (See Table 4.)

Nature

The average value of property stolen in 1999 as a result
of larceny-theft was $678, up from the 1998 value of
$632.  The aggregate loss to victims, when applying the
average value to the estimated number of larceny-thefts
nationally, was over $4.7 billion for the year.  This esti-
mated dollar loss is considered conservative since many
offenses in the larceny category never come to law
enforcement attention, particularly if the value of the
stolen goods is small.  Losses over $200 accounted for 
39 percent of reported larceny-thefts, and losses under
$50 comprised 38 percent.  The remaining 23 percent
involved losses ranging from $50 to $200.

By type of larceny-theft, losses of goods and property
reported stolen as a result of thefts from buildings aver-
aged $1,015; from motor vehicles, $693; and pocket-
picking and thefts of motor vehicle accessories, both aver-
aged losses of $451.  Purse-snatching resulted in an
average loss of $392, thefts from coin-operated machines,
$376 and thefts of bicycles, $338.  Losses from shoplifting
averaged $165.  (See Table 23.)

Thefts of motor vehicle parts, accessories, and contents
accounted for the largest segment of larceny-theft, 36 per-
cent.  Thefts from buildings and shoplifting both consti-
tuted 14 percent, and thefts of bicycles, 5 percent.  The
remainder of larceny-thefts were attributed to pocket-
picking, purse-snatching, thefts from coin-operated
machines, and all other types of larceny-thefts.  Table
2.28 provides the distribution of larceny-theft by type and
geographic region.

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Law Enforcement Response

In 1999, the national clearance rate for larceny-theft
offenses was 19 percent.  By community type, cities with
populations from 10,000 to 24,999 accounted for the
highest clearance rate, 23 percent.  Law enforcement in the
Nation’s cities collectively cleared 20 percent of larceny-
thefts, and those in rural counties recorded an 18-percent
clearance rate.  Law enforcement agencies in suburban
counties reported a 17-percent clearance rate.

A review of the four regions reveals law enforcement
agencies in the Northeast cleared 21 percent of reported
larceny-theft offenses in 1999.  Those in the other three
regions, the Midwest, the South, and the West, each
cleared 19 percent.  (See Table 26.)

Larceny-theft clearances involving juveniles (persons
under age 18), both nationally and in the Nation’s cities
collectively, were recorded at 23 percent.  Juveniles
comprised 21 percent of larceny-theft clearances in
suburban counties, and 18 percent in rural counties.
Cities with populations of 25,000 to 99,999 inhabitants
showed the greatest juvenile involvement in larceny-theft
with 26 percent.

During 1999, the number of persons arrested for
larceny-theft fell 9 percent in comparison to the previous
year’s data.  Arrests of males and females declined 
10 percent and 8 percent, respectively.  Arrests of juve-
niles dropped 10 percent during this same period, and
arrests of adults decreased 9 percent.

The 5-year trend, 1995 to 1999, revealed that larceny-
theft arrests declined 19 percent.  The number of adult
arrests decreased 18 percent during this timespan, and
arrests of persons under the age of 18 fell 23 percent.
Arrests of males were 22 percent lower when comparing
1999 totals to 1995 levels, and arrests of females were
down 14 percent.

Larceny-theft accounted for 52 percent of arrests for all
Crime Index offenses reported to law enforcement in
1999.  Seventy-two percent of all arrests for property
crimes were attributed to larceny-theft.  Of those individ-
uals arrested for larceny-theft, 46 percent were persons
under 21 years of age, and 31 percent of the arrestees
were under 18.  Females were arrested for this offense
more often than for any other and comprised 36 percent
of larceny-theft arrestees.

Of the total number of persons arrested for larceny-
theft offenses, 66 percent were white, 31 percent were
black, and the remaining 3 percent were all other races.
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MOTOR VEHICLE THEFT

DEFINITION

Defined as the theft or attempted theft of a motor vehicle, this offense category includes the
stealing of automobiles, trucks, buses, motorcycles, motorscooters, snowmobiles, etc.  The
definition excludes the taking of a motor vehicle for temporary use by those persons having
lawful access.

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The estimated 1.1 million thefts of motor vehicles that
occurred in the United States during 1999 represented the
lowest total since 1985.  By region, the distribution of
thefts showed the most populous region, the South, with
37 percent of the volume, the West with 27 percent, the
Midwest with 21 percent, and the Northeast with 15
percent.  (See Table 3.)

The 1999 figures show that the greatest number of
motor vehicle thefts was recorded during the month of
August, and the fewest thefts occurred in February.  (See
Table 2.29.)

A comparison of 1999 figures to the previous year’s
figures shows that motor vehicle thefts declined 8 percent
nationally and 7 percent in cities collectively.  Among city
population groupings, those with populations of 250,000
to 499,999 and cities with populations of 25,000 to 49,999
experienced the greatest decline in motor vehicle theft, 9
percent.   Decreases of 12 percent in suburban counties
and 7 percent in rural counties were recorded during the
same 2-year period.

Declines in the numbers of motor vehicle thefts from
1998 to 1999 were reported for all four regions.  The
greatest decline, a 12-percent drop, was reported in the
Western States.  The Northeastern States reported an 8-
percent decrease; the Southern States, a 6-percent decline;
and the Midwestern States, a 5-percent drop.  (See Table 4.)

The volume of motor vehicle thefts in 1999 declined 
22 percent from the 1995 volume and fell 30 percent from
the 1990 figure.

Rate

The national rate of 421 motor vehicle thefts per
100,000 inhabitants recorded for the year was 8 percent
lower than in 1998.  This figure is 25 percent below the
1995 rate, and 36 percent lower than the 1990 rate.

For every 100,000 inhabitants living in metropolitan
areas, 486 motor vehicle thefts were reported in 1999.
For the same period, motor vehicle theft rates of 224 per
100,000 population in cities outside metropolitan areas
and 123 motor vehicle thefts per 100,000 inhabitants in
rural counties were recorded.  The highest rate of motor
vehicle theft during the year—1,012 for every 100,000
inhabitants—was experienced in cities with populations
500,000 to 999,999.  Cities with fewer than 10,000 inhab-
itants recorded a rate of 223 per 100,000.

Regionally, the highest motor vehicle theft rate was
recorded in the Western States at 506 per 100,000 people.
The Southern States reported a rate of 439; the
Midwestern States, a rate of 375; and the Northeastern
States, a rate of 343 per 100,000 inhabitants.  Compared
to 1998 figures, all regions registered declines in 1999.
The greatest drop, 13 percent, was recorded in the West.
The Northeast reported a decrease of 8 percent, the South
a decline of 7 percent, and the Midwest a drop of 6
percent.  (See Table 4.)

Nature

Nationally, the value of motor vehicles stolen during
1999 was estimated at over $7 billion.  The average value
per vehicle was $6,104 at the time of theft.  The recovery
percentage for the value of vehicles stolen was higher than
for any other property type.  Relating the value of vehicles
stolen to the value of those recovered resulted in a 67-
percent recovery rate for 1999.  (See Tables 23 and 24.)

Seventy-five percent of all motor vehicles reported
stolen during the year were automobiles, 19 percent were
trucks or buses, and the remainder were other types of
vehicles.

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Law Enforcement Response

Law enforcement agencies across the Nation reported a
15-percent motor vehicle theft clearance rate in 1999.
Motor vehicle theft clearance rates in the Nation’s cities
ranged from a 31-percent clearance rate in cities with less
than 10,000 inhabitants to 9 percent in cities with popula-
tions of 1 million and over.  Law enforcement agencies in
rural counties reported a 30-percent clearance rate, and
those in suburban counties reported an 18-percent clear-
ance rate.   (See Table 25.)

Regional clearance percentages for motor vehicle theft
were 17 percent each for the Southern and Midwestern
States, and 13 percent and 12 percent in the Northeastern
and the Western States, respectively.

Persons in the under-18 age group were involved in 
19 percent of the motor vehicle thefts cleared nationally.
This group also comprised 20 percent of the motor vehicle
thefts cleared in rural counties, 19 percent of those cleared
in cities, and 18 percent of those cleared in suburban
counties.

Of the estimated 142,200 arrests for motor vehicle theft
in 1999, males accounted for 84 percent of those arrested.
By race, 55 percent of the arrestees were white, 42 percent
were black, and the remainder were of other races.

By age, the largest percentage of persons arrested for
motor vehicle theft—67 percent—was persons under the
age of 25.  Though arrestees under the age of 18 accounted
for 35 percent of the total in 1999, arrests of persons
under age 18 were down 5 percent from 1998 levels.
Arrests of juvenile females and males decreased 10 percent
and 4 percent, respectively.

Sixty-five percent of all motor vehicle theft arrestees
were adults.  However, the number of adults arrested in
1999 declined 6 percent from the 1998 figure.

Total motor vehicle theft arrests in 1999 were down 
6 percent from the previous year’s total.  Long-term
trends indicate the 1999 arrest total was 24 percent below
the 1995 level and 38 percent lower than the 1990 figure.
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ARSON

DEFINITION

Arson is defined by the Uniform Crime Reporting Program as any willful or malicious
burning or attempt to burn, with or without intent to defraud, a dwelling, house, public
building, motor vehicle or aircraft, personal property of another, etc.

Only fires determined through investigation to have been willfully or maliciously set are
classified as arsons.  Fires of suspicious or unknown origins are excluded.
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Law enforcement agencies nationwide reported a total
of 76,045 arson offenses in 1999.  Of the 11,617 agencies
that provided 1 to 12 months of arson data for the year,
11,550 agencies supplied detailed information such as the
type of structure and estimated monetary value of the
property damaged.  These detailed data were tabulated for
presentation on the following pages.  Tables 12 through
15 offer further information regarding arson offenses and
trends, and Tables 25 through 28 present additional fig-
ures on arson clearances.  In viewing the arson tables, data
users should be aware that although these numbers provide
an indicator of arson incidents, they do not depict the
Nation’s total arson experience since only 8,061 agencies,
representing 68 percent of the United States population,
submitted arson reports for all 12 months of the year.

Overall, arson offenses declined 4 percent in 1999.
Collectively, the Nation’s cities reported a 5-percent
decrease.  Among specific population groups, cities with
populations of 10,000 to 24,999 inhabitants registered the
largest decrease at 7 percent.  Rural counties experienced
a 1-percent decrease, and suburban counties experienced
virtually no change.  (See Table 12.)

The number of arson offenses dropped in all four of 
the Nation’s geographic regions.  The Midwest observed 
a 7-percent decrease, and in the Northeast, arson offenses
fell 6 percent.  Reductions in arson totals were also expe-
rienced in the South and West, both at 2 percent.

By property type, the following decreases were noted
nationally in 1999:  structural arson declined 4 percent;
arson of mobile property decreased 1 percent; and arson of
all other properties (crops, signs, merchandise stored
outside structures, etc.) declined 6 percent.  (See Table 15.)

When reviewing arson trend information, data users
should exercise caution since improved arson reporting
procedures may have influenced percent change figures.

Rate

Arson rates per 100,000 inhabitants are tabulated 
independently since population coverage for arson data is
lower than for the other Crime Index offenses.  The 1999
rates for arson are presented in Table 2.31.  Rates are
based on figures from law enforcement agencies supply-
ing statistical data for Index crimes for all 12 months of
the year. 

The national arson rate for 1999 was 37 per 100,000
population.  The highest rate, 76 arsons per 100,000
inhabitants, was recorded in cities with populations over 
1 million.  Collectively, cities reported a rate of 42 per
100,000 population.  Suburban counties recorded an arson
rate of 29 and rural counties 18 offenses per 100,000
inhabitants.

Of the Nation’s four regions, the West registered the
highest arson rate with 37 offenses per 100,000 popula-
tion.  Following were the Midwest with 34 arson offenses
reported per 100,000 inhabitants, the South with 27 per
100,000, and the Northeast with 25 per 100,000.

Nature

Arsons targeting structures, accounting for 45 percent
of all incidents reported, were the most frequently reported
arsons in 1999.  Mobile properties (motor vehicles, trailers,
etc.) were the target of 30 percent of reported arson
offenses, and other types of properties (crops, timber, etc.)
accounted for the remaining 25 percent.

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Of all structural arsons during 1999, residential 
property arson comprised 61 percent, with 43 percent 
of structural arson offenses directed at single-family
dwellings.  Twenty percent of structure-related arsons
involved property that was either uninhabited or aban-
doned at the time of the arson.

Mobile property arsons were most often comprised of
motor vehicles, with 95 percent of the total.

The monetary value of property damaged due to
reported arsons in 1999 averaged $10,882 per incident.
Overall, the average loss for all types of structures was
$19,533.  Mobile property loss averaged $5,425 per inci-
dent, and for other targets, losses averaged $1,750.

Law Enforcement Response

Both nationwide and in cities collectively in 1999, an
arson clearance rate of 17 percent was observed.  In cities
with under 10,000 inhabitants, law enforcement agencies
registered the highest clearance rate, 28 percent.  Rural
counties recorded a 23-percent clearance rate, and agen-
cies in suburban counties reported a 16-percent clearance
rate.  (See Table 25.)

Geographically, the Southern States, the Nation’s most
populous region, reported an arson clearance rate of 
19 percent.  The Midwestern States recorded an 18-percent
rate, followed by the Northeastern States at 17 percent,
and the Western States with 14 percent.

Representing a higher percentage of juvenile involve-
ment than for any other Index crime, 48 percent of all
1999 arson clearances involved only juveniles (persons
under age 18).  Among the arson types, juveniles
accounted for 26 percent of the clearances for arsons of
mobile property, 47 percent of structural arson clearances,
and 60 percent of those for arsons of all other property.
In the Nation’s cities collectively, 52 percent of arson
clearances were attributed to juvenile offenders.  Juveniles
accounted for 44 percent of arson clearances in suburban
counties and 31 percent in rural counties.

Clearance data from the 11,550 law enforcement 
agencies that furnished detailed information is provided in
the accompanying tables that include a breakdown by
type for structural and mobile classifications.  Arson
clearance rates ranged from 37 percent for industrial/
manufacturing structures, to 7 percent for motor vehicles,
as shown in Table 2.35.

Eighty-six percent of the estimated 16,800 persons
arrested for arson nationally in 1999 were male.  Fifty-
four percent of the arrestees were under 18 years of age,
and 70 percent were under 25.  Whites accounted for 74
percent of the arrestees, blacks comprised 24 percent, and
persons of other races made up the remainder.

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Comparing figures from 1999 to those of the preceding
year, arson arrests declined 3 percent nationally.  By
community type, rural counties reported a 7-percent
decline, and cities collectively recorded a 5-percent
decrease.  In contrast, suburban counties observed a 
6-percent increase in arson arrests.

Adult arrests for arson in 1999 were 7 percent lower
than in the previous year.  Juvenile arrests rose by 
1 percent.  Declines were reported in the arrests of both
males, 3 percent, and females, 6 percent, during the same
period.

An examination of the 5- and 10-year trends revealed
that 1999 arson arrest totals for all ages were down 
20 percent from the 1995 arrest total and 14 percent from
the 1990 figure.

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HATE CRIME

DEFINITION

A hate crime, also known as a bias crime, is a criminal offense committed against a person,
property, or society which is motivated, in whole or in part, by the offender’s bias against a
race, religion, disability, sexual orientation, or ethnicity/national origin.
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Background

As a result of mounting national concern over crimes
motivated by bias, Congress enacted the Hate Crime
Statistics Act of 1990 (the Act).  Signed into law on 
April 23, 1990, the Act required the Attorney General 
to collect data “about crimes that manifest evidence of
prejudice based on race, religion, sexual orientation, or
ethnicity.”  Responsibilities of the Attorney General were
delegated to the Director of the FBI, who in turn assigned
the Uniform Crime Reporting (UCR) Program the tasks of
developing the procedures for and managing the imple-
mentation of the collection of hate crime data.  In
September 1994, the Violent Crime Control and Law
Enforcement Act amended the Act to add both physical
and mental disabilities as potential bias factors; actual
collection of disability-bias data began in January 1997.
Additionally, the Church Arson Prevention Act of 1996
mandated that hate crime data collection become a perma-
nent part of the UCR Program.

Hate crime data are collected by capturing additional
information about offenses currently being reported to
UCR.  In short they are traditional offenses motivated by
the offender’s bias.  Included are the offenses of murder
and nonnegligent manslaughter; forcible rape; aggravated
assault; simple assault; intimidation; robbery; burglary;
larceny-theft; motor vehicle theft; arson; and destruction,
damage, or vandalism of property.

Hate crime data can be submitted to the FBI in one of
two ways.  Agencies that report Summary data can forward
their information on a Quarterly Hate Crime report that
consists of a quarterly summary and an incident report 
for each bias incident.  Agencies that report National
Incident-Based Reporting System (NIBRS) data can
include the hate crime data element in their electronic
submissions.

A hate crime abstract based on the data received from
law enforcement agencies that provided 1 to 12 months of
hate crime reports during 1999 follows.  More detailed
information concerning the characteristics of hate crime
can be found in the annual UCR publication Hate Crime
Statistics.

Nature

In 1999, there were 7,876 hate crime incidents reported
to the FBI.  The incidents involved 9,301 separate offenses,
9,802 victims, and 7,271 known offenders.  Of the total
reported incidents, 4,295 were motivated by racial bias,
1,411 by religious bias, 1,317 by sexual-orientation bias,
829 by ethnicity/national origin bias, 19 by disability bias,
and 5 by multiple biases.  (See Table 2.37.)

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Sixty-seven percent of the hate crime offenses reported
to law enforcement were attributed to crimes against
persons, 33 percent to crimes against property, and less
than 1 percent to crimes against society.  Of the crimes
against persons, intimidation occurred in 53 percent of the
offenses, simple assault in 29 percent, and aggravated
assault in 18 percent.  The most frequently reported
offense of crimes against property was damage, destruc-
tion, or vandalism of property, accounting for 86 percent
of that category.  

Overall, intimidation was the single most frequently
reported offense, accounting for 35 percent of the total.
Following were damage, destruction, or vandalism of
property, 29 percent; simple assault, 19 percent; and
aggravated assault, 12 percent.  (See Table 2.38.)

In 1999, racial bias represented the largest percentage
of bias-motivated offenses.  Of the reported offenses,
5,240 were motivated by racial bias, 1,532 by religious
bias, 1,487 by sexual-orientation bias, 1,011 by ethnicity/
national origin bias, and 21 by disability bias.  Ten
offenses were associated with multiple-bias incidents.
(See Table 2.37 and Chart 2.18.)

Sixty-three percent of the 9,802 victims in 1999 were
targets of crimes against persons.  (See Table 2.38.)  Over
50 percent of hate crime victims were attacked because 
of their race, with bias against blacks accounting for 
38 percent of all hate crime victims.  (See Table 2.37.)

Law enforcement agencies reported 7,271 known
offenders in conjunction with the 7,876 incidents recorded
in 1999.  (See Table 2.37.)  When considering offenses,
6,103 known offenders were associated with crimes
against persons, 1,444 were linked to crimes against prop-
erty, and 46 were connected with crimes against society.
The single most reported offense, intimidation, was
committed by 30 percent of known offenders.  (See Table
2.38.)  By race, 68 percent of the known offenders were
white, and 16 percent were black.  Nine percent of the
offenders were of unknown races, and 7 percent were of
other races.  (See Table 2.39.)

Hate crime data for 1999 were supplied by 12,122 law
enforcement agencies in 48 states and the District of
Columbia.  These agencies represented approximately 
85 percent of the Nation’s population, nearly 233 million
people.  (See Table 2.40.)  Of the participating agencies,
15 percent reported that at least one hate crime occurred
in their jurisdiction, and the other 85 percent reported that
none occurred. 

The law enforcement community has recognized that
valid information is central to developing effective
measures to deal with crime motivated by bias.  Though
reports from these agencies are not sufficient to allow
valid national or regional measures of the volume and
types of crimes motivated by hate, they offer perspectives
on the general nature of hate crime occurrences.

The tabular portions of this section show crime data 
in the following categories:  the Nation as a whole;
geographic divisions; individual states; Metropolitan
Statistical Areas; cities, towns, and counties; and college
and university campuses.  The following tables also
provide national averages for the value of property stolen
in Crime Index offenses; robbery, burglary, larceny-theft,
and arson breakdowns by type; weapon information; and
data on the type and value of property stolen and recov-
ered.

Although the exact number of crimes occurring within
the United States is unknown, criminal activity can be
gauged by studying those crimes reported to law enforce-
ment.  The reader is cautioned, however, that many
factors affect crime volumes and crime types and can
cause them to vary from time to time and from place to
place.  Population, for example, is used in computing
crime rates.  Since  current, permanent population counts
are used in their construction, crime rates do not account
for transient or seasonal populations.  Short-term popula-
tion variables, such as an influx of day workers, tourists,
shoppers, etc., impact all communities to some degree.
Other factors contributing to the amount of crime in a
given area are discussed on page iv of this publication.

One tool law enforcement administrators can use in
analyzing local crime counts and the performance of the
law enforcement agencies is national data.  The analyses,
however, should not be based solely on data presented 
in this publication.  True assessments of community 
crime problems or the effectiveness of law enforcement

operations can only be made through appraisals of local
conditions.

Table 1, “Index of Crime, United States, 1980-1999,”
sets forth national estimates of volume and rate per
100,000 inhabitants for all Crime Index offenses covering
the past two decades.

Current year estimates for MSAs, rural counties, and
cities and towns outside metropolitan areas are shown in
Table 2, “Index of Crime, United States, 1999.”  Defini-
tions of these community types can be found in Appendix
III.

Data showing the geographical distribution of estimated
Index crimes and population are provided in Table 3,
“Index of Crime, Regional Offense and Population
Distribution, 1999.”  In reviewing regional figures in this
report, the reader must consider each region’s proportion
of the Nation’s total population.  For example, not only
did the Southern States account for the largest volume of
Crime Index offenses in 1999, but they also represented
the greatest regional population.

Note

The collection of statistics on arson as a Crime Index
offense began in 1979.  However, 1999 annual figures are
not available for inclusion in tables presenting statistics
for the Nation as a whole.  Arson totals reported by indi-
vidual law enforcement agencies are displayed in Tables 8
through 11.  Two-year arson trends are shown in Tables 12
through 15.
