MS-13 Associate Sentenced to 292 Months for Sex Trafficking Teenage Runaway Girls

In one of five gang-related juvenile sex trafficking investigations brought within the past year, Alonso Bruno Cornejo Ormeno, of Fairfax, Va., was sentenced to 292 months in prison for sex trafficking runaway females as part of his juvenile prostitution business that serviced clients throughout Northern Va., Washington, D.C., and Maryland. Ormeno is a close associate of MS-13 who targeted multiple girls ranging in age from 15 to 17 who had run away from home, and recruited them to work in the prostitution business. Ormeno preyed upon these vulnerabilities and promised them money and narcotics by prostituting themselves to earn what they needed to stay on the run. “Trafficking in humans, especially for underage prostitution, is a despicable offense,” said ADIC McJunkin.  “Preying on our children will not be tolerated and these cases represent a concerted effort by the FBI and law enforcement to stop juvenile prostitution and human trafficking.”
Springfield Loan Officer Sentenced to 24 Months for Mortgage-Fraud Scheme
Earlier this month, Javier Siveroni of Springfield, Va., was sentenced to 24 months in prison for using his position as a loan officer to help carry out a multi-million dollar mortgage fraud scheme involving more than 15 homes in the Northern Va. area. Siveroni, a former loan officer at the Falls Church branch of SunTrust Mortgage, prepared and submitted false, fraudulent, and misleading mortgage loan applications for unqualified buyers – individuals who lacked the finances, credit rating, or legal status to obtain a certain loan amount. The mortgage loan applications contained false information regarding applicants’ employment, income, assets, immigration status, and intent to live in the property as a residence. Siveroni created, and taught his co-conspirators how to create, fake documents in order to back up false information contained in the loan applications. The total amount of mortgage loans approved through the conspiracy exceeded $6.5 million. The total loss attributable directly to Siveroni is more than  $2.5 million.

FBI Celebrates Veterans

In Sept. 2010, several employees of WFO, including then Assistant Director in Charge Shawn Henry, visited Walter Reed Medical Center. They were there to visit Rob Jones, who had been featured in a newspaper article about recovering veterans who had returned from Afghanistan. Jones had lost both legs while serving as a USMC combat engineer clearing IEDs in the Helmand province of Afghanistan. In the article, Jones stated that his dream was to be in the FBI. The visit, which started as a nice gesture, became much more. Mr. Henry worked with FBI Human Resources to get Jones involved in the FBI Wounded Warrior Pilot Program (through Operation Warfighter) which engages active duty military recovering from medical procedures in internships. Less than a year later, Jones is interning at WFO, which could lead to permanent employment. Earlier this month, Jones spoke to FBI employees at an event commemorating Veteran’s Day that was held at FBI Headquarters. The program featured a 30-minute film titled “Survive. Recover. Live. The Rob Jones Story” that was produced by Jones’ childhood friend. The film, available online, uses interviews with fellow Marines to tell the story of how Jones was injured and how he survived the blast. The FBI Wounded Warrior Pilot Program currently employs 43 Wounded Warriors as interns. 18 Wounded Warrior interns have already completed their FBI internships and more than 100 are being processed for future internship opportunities. The FBI salutes men and women who serve our country and is proud to be a participant in the Operation Warfighter program.
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WFO Remembers Slain FBI and MPD Colleagues
November 22 holds a significant place in WFO and the Metropolitan Police Department’s (MPD) history. Seventeen years ago our offices lost three of our own as the result of a deadly assault in an MPD squad room. Special Agent Martha Dixon Martinez, Special Agent Michael Miller and MPD Detective Henry Daley made the ultimate sacrifice when a lone gunman, Bennie Lee Lawson, entered the cold case squad area and opened fire. A third agent and a 15-year old boy were also shot and wounded. Lawson, a suspect in a triple homicide, died of gunshot wounds at the scene. This horrific incident continues to serve as a reminder for those in law enforcement of the ultimate sacrifice. The WFO thanks those who protect our communities and honors the sacrifice of those who have served and gone before us.
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
