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Dentist Gets Jail Time for Writing Illegitimate OxyContin Prescriptions 
William King, 61, was sentenced recently to 28 months in prison for his part in a conspiracy to distribute oxycodone.  King, a dentist from Culpepper, VA., also was ordered to pay $20,000 in fines and to forfeit $150,000 in ill gotten gains as part of his conviction. Court documents reveal that King regularly wrote out prescriptions for OxyCotin and other narcotic pain killers for a woman with whom he was romantically involved, even though she had no medical reason to have the medication. He provided her the prescriptions, once even driving her to the pharmacy when she complained that she was suffering from withdrawal symptoms. On that occasion, although it was a Sunday and his office was closed, King wrote a prescription for OxyContin and drove the young woman to a pharmacy in Warrenton to immediately fill the prescription.  The pharmacist became suspicious and contacted law enforcement, who questioned King about the legitimacy of the prescription. King’s flagrant abuse of prescription writing included a prescription in another persons name to take advantage of that person’s insurance coverage, a prescription as payment for babysitting for the woman’s younger brother, and a prescription for a person working on a construction project at his home to offset the cost of the construction. The WFO’s Organized Crime and Drug Enforcement Task Force worked on the investigation along with the Fauquier County and Loudoun County sheriffs departments.

Maryland Woman Sentenced to 50 Months in Prison for Identify Theft and Theft of Public Money 

On December 23, 2009, Rhonda Dale Robinson, 44, of Bowie, MD, was sentenced on two counts of Aggravated Identity Theft and ordered to serve 24 months on each. She was also sentenced on one count of Theft of Public Money to a period of incarceration of 26 months. The judge in US. District Court for the District of Columbia also ordered that Robinson pay restitution to the District of Columbia Department of Employment Services in the amount of $77,680. Court documents show that during Nov. 27, 2004 through Sept. 17, 2007, the defendant willfully and knowingly applied several times for unemployment compensation benefits with the Department of Employment Services using social security numbers assigned to other individuals. As a result of these applications, the defendant received money of the Department of Labor and the U.S. Treasury totaling at least $77,680, by a combination of electronic transfers to her bank accounts and checks mailed to her. The applications for and receipt of these funds constituted Theft of Public Money.
WFO Special Agent Receives Distinguished Award 
Last month the Department of Justice held its annual Executive Office for United States Attorneys (EOUSA) Director’s Awards Ceremony that recognized recipients who have made outstanding contributions in federal, state and local law enforcement.  Among the award recipients was WFO’s Bryan Wilhite who was recognized for his outstanding with prosecutors from the Eastern District of Virginia and detectives from the Fairfax County Police Department for their work convicting 16 defendants in “Operation Smackdown” targeting a heroin ring based in Centreville, Va. This heroin ring was responsible for four heroin overdose deaths and at least a dozen non-fatal overdoses, all within the Centreville community and involving young people.  Justice Department officials praised the team for performing an exceptional job identifying the sources of heroin and dismantling the network of dealers to prevent further overdoses and deaths.
