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WFO Observes National Police Week  
Each year hundreds of law enforcement officers from around the country flock to Washington, DC to observe, remember and celebrate the lives of fallen law enforcement heroes. The 2010 National Police Week, held May 8 – 16 will commemorate the 116 officers who were killed in the line of duty in 2009 and the hundreds of officers who have died in previous years and honored at the National Law Enforcement Officers Memorial Wall.  Events around Washington DC include the Police Week 5 K run on May 8, the reading of names at the 22nd annual candlelight vigil on May 13 and various events for family members and colleagues of fallen law enforcement officers. Proceeds from various events will go to benefit Concerns for Police Survivors (C.O.P.S.) that provides resources to assist surviving families of fallen officers.
Former SEC Attorney Gets Prison Time for Stock Minipulation Scheme 
On April 23 a securities attorney was sentenced to 96 months in prison for participating in multi-million-dollar pump-and-dump stock manipulation schemes. Phillip Windom Offill Jr. also was ordered to forfeit $4.8 million. Offill was found guilty in January of one count of conspiracy to commit registration violations, securities fraud and nine counts of wire fraud. Offill, an attorney in Dallas and a former attorney with the Securities and Exchange Commission (SEC), was retained by David Stocker, a Phoenix attorney. From approximately March 2004 to October 2004, Offill and Stocker evaded federal securities registration requirements and provided co-conspirators with millions of unregistered and “free-trading” shares of nine companies’ common stock that the co-conspirators could not have otherwise legally obtained. Many of the shares were subsequently sold by co-conspirators to investors in the general public. Because they did not follow registration requirements, the co-conspirators were able to hide from the investing public the actual financial condition and business operations of the companies. Offill knowingly participated in a conspiracy known as a “pump-and-dump” scheme to manipulate the price of these companies’ securities. Co-conspirators falsely manipulated the price and volume of some of the companies’ stock by making materially false and misleading statements in press releases and in spam e-mails to tens of millions of e-mail addresses throughout the US in an effort to create artificial demand for the three companies’ stock. After fraudulently “pumping” the market price and demand for the companies’ stock, co-conspirators “dumped” shares by selling them for large profits to the general investing public in the over-the-counter market through listings on Pink Sheets, an inter-dealer electronic quotation and trading system. These shares were purchased by unsuspecting investors, including investors in Northern Virginia, and were often virtually worthless. 
Northern Virginia Woman Recieves 148 Months in Prison for Trafficing Pain Pills 
Last month Donna George, of Fredericksburg, Va., was sentenced to 148 months in prison for conspiring to sell thousands of highly addictive pain medications.  She made these drug deals in public parking lots, in front of children, and from her home in a gated community.  In addition to being sentenced to prison time, she will be required to forfeit $390,000. George was convicted by a jury in January on one count of conspiring to distribute oxycodone and two counts of distribution of oxycodone. George conspired with others to help produce fraudulent prescriptions to be passed at pharmacies to obtain more than 20,000 pills containing OxyContin and other narcotic pain killers.  She also fraudulently obtained more than 20,000 other pills from several doctors during the course of a scheme in which she engaged in “doctor shopping,” that is, unnecessarily obtaining pills from multiple doctors at one time, none of whom were aware of the others.  Testimony showed that Mrs. George was the main, street-level distributer for the schemes, which relied on her for the movement of the majority of the thousands of pills procured by her and her co-conspirators.  These pills were subsequently sold and distributed to customers, including college students.   
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 DID YOU KNOW 
You may have seen FBI Special Agents in pictures or on television wearing the letters “JTTF.” This stands for Joint Terrorism Task Force and they are comprised of teams of highly-trained, locally-based investigators, analysts, linguists, SWAT experts, and other specialists from dozens of U.S. law enforcement and intelligence agencies. More than 100 JTTFs operate nationwide; 65 of which were created after September 11. The WFO’s JTTF brings together representatives of 34 local, state, and federal agencies that respond to all terrorism leads, develop and investigate cases, provide support for special events, and proactively identify threats and trends that may impact the region, the nation, and the world. The task force—dedicated to protecting the national capital region from

terrorist attack—has members who are imbedded in each others agency. This allows for a constant flow of intelligence to be shared in a timely manner and provides an enhanced overview as an investigation and/or response develops. 
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
