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Save-the-Date: Security Briefing Provided to the Jewish Community  

On Wednesday, July 15 from 8:30 to 11:00 am the WFO, together with partners Anti-Defamation League, Jewish Community Relations Council, and Metropolitan Police Department, will host an educational security briefing to address how individuals and businesses within the Jewish community can be vigilant to security issues. The briefing, scheduled prior to the shooting at the Holocaust Memorial Museum, will include discussions on understanding domestic terrorism, addressing hate crimes and the importance of vigilance in our communities. WFO participated in a similar briefing with the business community prior to the Presidential Inauguration. The event will be held at the Synagogue at Sixth and I, NW, Washington, DC. 
Jury Convicts Infomercial Pair on Fraud Charges
Two self-described stock-picking experts who touted their skills in late-night infomercials have been convicted of fraud.

A jury in Alexandria, VA convicted Linda Woolf and David Gengler with passing themselves off as successful stock traders to persuade consumers to spend tens of thousands of dollars on stock-picking systems offered by a company called Teach Me to Trade. WFO Special Agents who worked the investigation were able to supply the AUSA with evidence that showed that Woolf had in fact lost money in the market while Gengler made a nominal profit. 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DID YOU KNOW 
Ever wonder where bomb specialists learn how to pick apart a bombing scene?  Not surprisingly, the FBI blows things up. Earlier this month the WFO hosted its “Post Blast” course to train investigators, analysts, and crime scene responders from our federal, state, and local partners in how to respond and accomplish the challenging task of piecing together facts from ruble. During the course more than 30 different types of explosives (including a simulated letter bomb, simulated car bomb, C-4, ‘detcord’ and TNT)  were exploded to ensure FBI experts see the outcomes, blast patterns and ruble that follow. Three Plead Guilty to String of Armored Car Robberies 
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A third conspirator has pleaded guilty in connection with a string of Loomis armored car robberies in Northern Virginia. Approximately $360,000 was stolen in three separate robberies (Wachoiva, Navy Federal Credit Union and Bank of America), each occurring when a Loomis armored car employee was in the process of loading an ATM machine with money. Two of the robberies, where a firearm was brandished, requires a mandatory minimum sentence of 32 years in prison and a maximum sentence of life in prison. 
A District of Columbia armed car robbery scheme netted indictments against a mother-son team now charged with faking the robbery of a Dunbar Armored, Inc. vehicle. The son, 24 and employed by Dunbar, told MPD investigators that a gun-toting assailant stole $210,000 from him. But police and FBI investigators believe he and his mother, 46, devised a scheme to have another person stage the robbery. 

WFO Honored at Public Service Awards

More than 70 WFO Special Agents, Intelligence Analysts and Examiners were honored at the 2009 Law Enforcement Public Service Awards presented by the U.S. Attorney for the Eastern District of Virginia (EDVA), Dana Boente. These agents were honored for investigations which the EDVA prosecuted. These investigations, many of them developing over several years, included crimes such as: receipt of child pornography (and viewing it at an employer’s office); conspiracy to distribute more than 500 grams of cocaine in Arlington, Va.; espionage for passage of sensitive U.S. government information to an official with the People’s Republic of China; conspiracy to commit money laundering in connection with a mortgage fraud scheme which defrauded multiple financial institutions to pay off one another; and, conspiracy to obtain and distribute pain pills (including false prescriptions and identity theft) by fraudulent means to doctors, nurses and pharmacists in our region.
