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WFO Adds Five Additions to FBI’s Most Wanted Terrorists List
The WFO was the source this month of five additions to the FBI’s Most Wanted Terrorists list. A rash of plane hijackings and bombings in the 1980s is the source for each of the additions, proving that international terrorisms has long plagued investigators. The FBI terrorist list didn’t exist back then, and neither did the expansive internet which better enables the FBI to look for its fugitives with a global effort. One terrorist, Husayn Muhammed al-Umari, is wanted for his alleged participation in the bombing of Pan American World Airways flight 830, which killed one passenger and wounded 16 others. Al-Umari was charged in DC’s U.S. District Court and is believed to have designed and built the explosive devise which detonated while the aircraft was in flight from Japan to Hawaii.  The four other suspects, added December 3, have been charged for their role in the September 1986 hijacking of Pan American World Airways Flight 73 during a stop in Karachi, Pakistan. The attack resulted in the murder of at least 20 passengers and crew, including two Americans, the attempted murder of 379 passengers and crew, and the wounding of more than 100 individuals. In each case, the Rewards for Justice Program also is offering a reward of up to $5 million for the arrest and/or conviction of each.

Assistant Director in Charge Joseph Persichni Retires 
This December, after thirty three years of service to the FBI, Assistant Director in Charge Joseph Persichini, Jr. will retired from the Bureau.  Mr. Persichini joined the FBI in September 1976 and has been assigned to FBI offices including Alexandria, VA, Denver, New York City, Miami, Cleveland and Washington, DC (including FBI Headquarters). On November 3, 2006, Joseph Persichini, Jr., was designated by Director Robert S. Mueller as the Assistant Director in Charge of the Washington Field Office.   Throughout his tenure at the WFO, Mr. Persichini has contributed greatly to the Community Outreach Programs, specifically the Citizens’ Academy, Citizens’ Academy Alumni Association & Adopt-a-School programs in Washington, DC and Northern, VA.
Espionage Couple Plead Guilty
A former State Department official and his wife pleaded guilty November 20 to federal charges stemming from their role in a 30-year conspiracy to provide classified U.S. national defense information to the Republic of Cuba. As part of the plea agreement, Kendall Myers, 72, has agreed to serve a life prison sentence and fully cooperate with the United States regarding any criminal activity and intelligence activity by him and others. His wife, Gwendolyn Myers, has agreed to serve a sentence between six and seven and half years. Both have agreed to forfeit to the government $1,735,054, coming in part from the assets expected to be derived from an apartment in Washington DC and a 37-foot sailing yacht.
Loan Broker Pleads Guilty to Mortgage Fraud Scheme
On December 1 Michael Milan of Bethesda, MD plead guilty to his role in carrying out a multi-million dollar mortgage fraud scheme. Milan admitted that he was a consultant to various mortgage brokerage companies and conspired with others to defraud mortgage lenders into lending funds for the purchase and refinance of residential properties. Milan’s conspiracy submitted fraudulent loan applications for the purchase or refinance of 11 different properties and caused losses between $2.5 and $7 million. Milan fled the U.S. after a search warrant at his office in June 2008 and did not return until April 2009. Milan attempted to explain his extended flight from the U.S. by providing fraudulent court documents, which he also admitted were false. Milan is scheduled for sentencing February 12. 
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Thanksgiving Turkey Distribution
On November 18 the WFO’s Citizens’ Academy Alumni Association partnered with Wegmans to donate 260 turkeys and Thanksgiving dinners to Adopt-a-School students and their families. Volunteers visited five schools in the District of Columbia and Northern Virginia to provide students who may not have otherwise benefited from a full meal on Thanksgiving with all the makings for a memorable holiday.
